         *Entrants must be able to provide negative, disk or print if requested.

         * Judging criteria of focus, exposure, lighting, print quality, subject composition, impact                            and uniqueness will be followed using a judging distance of approx. 14 -16 inch.

2.  Animals   
    Animal life-wild, domestic, etc.  no harm or injury should be shown or inflicted

3. Still Life  

    Subjects are pre-arranged or set up- competition does not occur naturally

4.  Natural Landscape   (Sunset, clouds, outdoor scenes, underwater, seascapes)
5.  Plant/ Flora 
     Any photo that focuses on the plant or flower structure and not on a scene or landscape.

6.  Architectural Elements 
     Photo that emphasizes geometric details such as lines, patterns, textures of inanimate objects.

7.  Special effects/Creative Effects Enhancements can occur using the camera or developing              process.  Antiquing, handtinting, etc. would be entered in this division.

8.  Theme  The 2008-2009 theme will be  “Volunteers in Action”. Volunteers youth and adults        play an import role in our society.  4-H members are encouraged to take photographs of       volunteers in action.    Photos can include 4-H volunteers, but also volunteers serving in        action roles through other organizations.
